	1. Call to Order:  10:02a
2. Roll Call
3. Additions/Changes to Agenda: No additions/changes. 
4. Minutes:  Motion to accept as presented - Charles; seconded - Tracey. 
5. Treasurer’s Report:  Julie presented on behalf of Jill; motion to accept – Ricki; seconded - Tracey.
6. Nominations & Elections – Secretary, Treasurer, Chair-Elect:  Ricki nominated Jill for Treasurer, members voted, Jill accepted.  Ricki asked about Term Limits; Julie refreshed group on Bylaws.  Lauren nominated (by who?) for Secretary again; Julie will ask her if she accepts nomination.  Julie discussed her concerns about the future of the Forum should no one be nominated and/or accept filling the vacant roles.  Jill suggests we revisit meeting time; may be a barrier to many who want to participate but can’t currently.  Jill will retrieve prior survey and share the link with Tracey (FY 18-19 Chair) for her to send to members. 
7. Cross Jurisdictional Sharing Project update: Tracey reached out to Mark Miller for his update; he states the feedback has been positive; many liked the panel discussions with the respective local health departments.  Upcoming trainings are 11/1 at Crystal Mt. and 11/28 in Grand Rapids.  Hoping for more trainings. 
8. Attendance at the public health conference - 10/10-10/11:  Jill sent registration payments in for 6 members.  Jill sent Sarah the poster template.  Sarah has staff creating the Public Health 3.0 poster for our HEPF poster session and will send the draft to the group this week.
9. Recurring Agenda Items -
a. PHAB: No questions/updates
b. GLC-SOPHE Update:  Per Sarah, she’s not aware of a GLC-SOPHE board member also on the HEPF.  She has co-workers on the Board and will have them provide her an update to share at our meetings.  Ricki stated that currently registration is low; Julie stated that it may be people are waiting for budget FY 18/19 before registering.
c. Michigan Public Health Undergraduate Certification Task Force Update:  Julie shared that TF members are meeting 9/28 to begin working through the content contained in each module.
d. Legislative Developments:  Jill asked what agencies are doing to prepare for the marijuana proposal; she’s preparing for “after it’s approved”; Tracey stated, per the PIO call, the State is putting together talking points/an FAQ and shared that MALPH has a position paper; Julie will re-send the position paper
10. State Update – 
a. MDHHS/MALPH: No update
b. Office of Local Health Services:  Ricki asked Laura for an e-cigarette bill update; Laura states she’s no longer connected to the State’s Tobacco Section and suggests Ricki either wait for that Section’s information and/or to contact Matt at the American Cancer Society.  Laura shared the State’s trying for continued Hep A funding;  won’t know until November.  She reports that administered Hep A doses were doubled from last year; 896 cases have been reported during the outbreak.  Still providing support for LPH’s that have active sight investigations for PFAS.  She says the State’s preparing for the marijuana vote and monitoring activity in the meantime.
11. Forum New Business/Sharing:  Jill shared info about MSU’s QI training and will share link;  she stated that Laura & Mike from MSU are currently working with her Peri-Natal Task Force.  Danielle stated that Van Buren-Cass has been trained.  MSU can conduct such trainings for WIC, Tobacco, Physician’s in Primary Care, etc.
