B. VFC Immunizations Manual – Newest version of the VFC manual is distributed via a website; there is no paper version. Oakland County’s IMMS coordinator feels that the lack of clarity within the manual is leaving LPH to enforce policies that are not in writing, with specific concerns regarding participant responsibilities.

Current nurse representation on does not work within LPH, but stems from academia. Suggestion involved Megan Swain advocating for PH nursing inclusion on the Board.
