A. Dawn Shanafelt – Maternal and Infant Health Unit has a new secretary, unit manager, and consultant. MIHIP Town Halls are happening throughout the state and will be livestreaming on facebook. The MIHIP is beginning to be pulled together. The Div of HIV/STD is continuing to work with admin forum for billing of services. An HIV Prevention RFP has been sent out for non-profits. Registration is open for the Traverse City STD/HIV conference. FIMAR recommendations will be shared at August IMAC. An MIHP Advisory committee has been formed to review its documents. They are currently reviewing the documents regarding depression. Documents will be released in draft form first for review, and then will released in final form.  MIHP will be moving to a universal caseload, allowing for a quicker response time for questions. The MIHP website is being updated. Regional Perinatal Quality Collaboratives are being launched. There is now one in the Saginaw area.
B. Bob Swanson, Terri Ball: MDHHS Immunization- Hep A criteria. Discussion rescheduled for a later date.
C. Deb Bach-Stante – Detroit Public Schools is partnering with 6 nursing schools to include “careers in nursing” in 6 middle schools 1 day/month in the fall. For the 2nd half of year, students will be able to increase the frequency if they are interested. Some schools to create nursing clubs. They found that if they help kids identify interest earlier, they are more successful in applying to secondary schools. Nursing schools will also educate guidance counselors about applying to nursing schools. By doing this, the State and nursing schools are hoping to increase nurses in Detroit area, and increase diversity in Detroit area. They State will also be using the local chapter of black nurses, arab nurses, etc. to talk about the many ladders of nursing. If Wayne or Detroit HD has someone who can talk to the kiddos, that would be great so kiddos can see diversity of nursing
