MEETING MINUTES
I.

Administrative Items

A. Approve the Agenda – Lisa Hahn motioned to approve the agenda. Toni LaRocco supported. Lisa Hahan added an item for the New Business Section – a clinical placement task group

IV. 
Chair’s Report – Deidre Reed thanked the group for their support during her tenure. Updates from the September MALPH meeting include:  – 1) Examining the current State funding formula. For the current fiscal year, the State approved a 4.5% addition to ELPHS funds and 4.2% for special issue funds. The current funding formula will remain until February 2019. The State is examining a different funding framework; a governor taskforce is reviewing this. 2) The Admin Forum is working to increase hearing and vision funding. 3) Berrien County staff did a presentation about the effects of ACES. Deidre stated the presentation was very good and thorough 4) Deidre participated in the Title 10 reimbursement rate meeting. The State is going to start enforcing that health departments use the template for family planning. 5) MALPH wants forums to present 1 page summaries of the meetings, and are looking to forums to report out on projects. 
The group discussed inviting Orlando Todd to the NAF meetings quarterly. However, there was discussion about inviting them to discuss a certain topic, not just give updates. It was suggested to have two meetings per year with Orlando and Meghan. The group decided that we discuss this later.

New Business
A. Approve the FY 18-19 budget – Liz King presented the FY 18-19 budget. She reviewed the budget stating that the yearly conference is the biggest expense, but 40% is supplemented with conference registration. Additionally, we’ve increased our associate members, therefore we’ve increased our fund balance. NAF is currently spending what it brings in. NAF needs to purchase more magnets and pins. Deidre will purchase the magnets and pins.  – Deidre will need to buy more. Deidre will be able to spend up to $200 to purchase more pins and magnets. Deidre made a motion to accept the FY 18-19 budget with allowance to spend up to $200 on magnets and pins. Lisa Hahn supported. No additional discussion. It was suggested that NAF consider creating a scholarship for new members to attend Premier conference
B. NAF meeting in October – The meeting will be held on October 9 at MPHI. This is also the preconference day of the Premier Conference.

D. Nurse Action Coalition for the State – Lisa Hahn presented information about the task force addressing placement of nursing students, and asked for group feedback. Toni LaRocco will be going to the APRN meeting. Discussion revolved around 1) the difficulty in getting MOUs, 2) timeliness of getting placement 3) the IRB process for research, 4) affiliation agreements, 5) HIPPA and confidentiality agreements, 6) varying degrees of what students can do within clinics. Andrea Tabor learned about a model where a health department got university credits for mentoring students.

Lisa Hahn – suggested that members consider going to the MI Nursing Summit. She sent out the flyer recently via the listerve.
Joann Hoganson – She recently met with Sen. Peter McGregor regarding a bill he is proposing with Sen. Rick Jones. The bill will limit the sale of Kratum to individuals over 18 and regulate its advertisement. Kratum is currently not regulated and is proposed to reduce cravings for opioids. Joann will write a letter to McGregor and Jones supporting their bill. NAF will send the letter to MALPH prior to sending it the senators. The CDC and FDA are against Kratum. Most Kratum is bought on-line from overseas.
The group discussed the new Head Start requirement for technician supervision.
