Chair’s Report - MALPH Board meeting: MALPH is working to change their strategic plan and align it with the state. They are also changing their vision statement. There was a lot of discussion about PFAS and water. Public Health 3.0 – lots of discussion regarding competency and retention issues within public health. WIC’s funding is changing. WIC will be lowering the metric from 95% to 90%, and now grading performance based on retention. There will be a webinar soon regarding the changes. CDC will be visiting MI soon to discuss the hep A outbreak. MALPH has publicly opposed legalized marijuana. MALPH is publicly supporting gun control.

A. TOPS Facilitator: There will be a TOPS facilitator to assist with strategic planning at Higgins Lake. This individual will be from District 10. Lisa Letts sent out a guide for TOPS. 
B. Medicaid billing concerns.  There was no current interest expressed. 
C. Barb Auten is retiring from the Western UP Health Department at the end of March.

VI.        Speakers 
A. Meghan Swain: MALPH – Did not attend.
B. Dawn Shanafelt  and Lynette Biery: Lynette Biery discussed the hepatitis A outbreak. She described methods that some counties are using, including front line staff and intake counselors to talk to substance users about hep A. Counties are having difficulty getting substance users vaccinated. Hotel/motels are a good places to target people. The State is expecting it to be a busy summer regarding hep A due to the festivals -- Faster Horses, Electric Forest, etc. She suggested that LHDs think about using RN/BSN students if staff is having difficulty with volume. 
Maternal Child Health – NAF members are encouraged to attend Infant and Maternal Health meetings to increase public health presence. The State is working hard with the Maternal Infant Health Improvement Plan. The short-term outcome for the plan is increasing retention in home visiting programs. 

a. There is a marijuana and breastfeeding webinar 3/20.

b. MCH plans are due 3/23
c. MIHP: Cycle 7 goes into effect April 1. Organizations won’t be cited for 90 days for not using correct form. Dawn Shanafelt has unprotected forms, if we need them. The operations guide is done. Dawn is trying to make it an ebook so it is easy to flip through.

d. May 31 – June 1. Clinical HIV conference in Frankenmuth. Registration is open at the MPHI website.

e. IMAC: May 17. Links will be sent.

f. HIV/STD area: LHDs will be getting postcards/posters soon for a new campaign
