Updates

1) Kent County is launching Help Me Grow as a navigational tool for families to assess and track their child’s growth and development. It targets prenatal – 5 year olds, and helps families navigate the early childhood system. One key component is that ASQs are able to be done and tracked online. Data is able to be obtained at the individual and aggregate level. 
2) The State is encouraging LHDs to do hepatitis A immunizations with high risk populations at events where that populations may attend. Hep A immunizations should not occur at family-focused events, i.e., county fairs.

3) Janine Chittenden is retiring. She currently attends the Premier meetings. NAF will need a new representative.
4) IMAC is May 17. Jane Nickert and Joann Hoganson will represent their health department and NAF at this meeting.

5) NAF pays the Michigan Council for Maternal Child Health $500/year for membership. The group discussed the value of the membership, and determined to continue membership.
